T-shirts are $20 for the Color
Run portion.
o This event has around 700 attendees.

¢ Sunset on Summer | Friday, August 14 | Piney Creek Hollow Park
o Wrap up the summer season with a relaxing picnic at the park during sunset, followed
by an incredible drone show as the sky darkens. This community gathering is the
perfect opportunity to enjoy a beautiful evening outdoors with friends and family.
o This event had around 3,000 attendees. Transportation is available from remote
parking lots.

o Join us for the Trails Golf Tournament, featuring a shotgun start, 18 holes of golf, and
a golf cart for your team to cruise around in. Enjoy tournament apparel, a delicious
luncheon, and the chance to purchase mulligans while competing for fantastic prizes.
